Applications are invited for proposals to support small research projects focusing on migration in the East End of London in 2011-12.

Proposals are invited from ALL Schools and departments across Queen Mary.

3.
Project proposals should be consistent with the aims of the Centre to foment and support research on ANY aspect of migration in the East End of London and to help strengthen links between the Centre for the Study of Migration and the surrounding location of the East End of London. 

4.
Funding may be sought to support a one-off project or to enable a new initiative to commence. Funding will not normally be provided to meet ordinary recurrent costs or for replacement teaching. Funding will only be provided for ONE year unless otherwise agreed. 

5.
Proposals should be made on the attached form (or using the headings given) and sent to Professor Parvati Nair, Director of the Centre for the Study of Migration (p.nair@qmul.ac.uk).

6.
A total of £3000 per selected project is available. The Centre for the Study of Migration will seek to support a selected number of research projects, depending on benefits to the Centre from these projects.

Award holders will be expected to rpesent their research at ab event in Autumn 2012. Date to be confirmed.

The funding is available from June 2012. However, it is the normal expectation that the Centre for the Study of Migration will pay over the funds in arrears during the course of the 2012-2013 year on submission of evidence of costs incurred to the Centres’ Administrator.

10.Those who are successful are expected to provide a brief progress report to the Spring and Summer meetings of the Centre for the Study of Migration in 2013. They will also be required to submit an outline of their project for the Centre’s website.
